Undefined:

Usage: <element>

The color is undefined. In a PUT, CHANGE, or BECOME command, the element specified would take on the color of the element that preexisted at the same coordinates. An ANY condition where the color is not specified will return true if there is any of the given element on the board, regardless of color.

Blue:

Usage: BLUE <element>

If the given element is Color-Recessive, this checks for light blue on anything for the ANY condition and the first part of the CHANGE command, and light blue on black for all other commands. If it is Color-Codominant, this checks for any color on dark blue for the ANY condition and the first part of the CHANGE command, and white on dark blue for all other commands. If it is Color-Dominant, this always returns false for the ANY condition and the first part of the CHANGE command, and the color is ignored for all other commands.

Green:

Usage: GREEN <element>

If the given element is Color-Recessive, this checks for light green on anything for the ANY condition and the first part of the CHANGE command, and light green on black for all other commands. If it is Color-Codominant, this checks for any color on dark green for the ANY condition and the first part of the CHANGE command, and white on dark green for all other commands. If it is Color-Dominant, this always returns false for the ANY condition and the first part of the CHANGE command, and the color is ignored for all other commands.

Cyan:

Usage: CYAN <element>

If the given element is Color-Recessive, this checks for light cyan on anything for the ANY condition and the first part of the CHANGE command, and light cyan on black for all other commands. If it is Color-Codominant, this checks for any color on dark cyan for the ANY condition and the first part of the CHANGE command, and white on dark cyan for all other commands. If it is Color-Dominant, this always returns false for the ANY condition and the first part of the CHANGE command, and the color is ignored for all other commands.

Red:

Usage: RED <element>

If the given element is Color-Recessive, this checks for light red on anything for the ANY condition and the first part of the CHANGE command, and light red on black for all other commands. If it is Color-Codominant, this checks for any color on dark red for the ANY condition and the first part of the CHANGE command, and white on dark red for all other commands. If it is Color-Dominant, this always returns false for the ANY condition and the first part of the CHANGE command, and the color is ignored for all other commands.

Purple:

Usage: PURPLE <element>

If the given element is Color-Recessive, this checks for light purple on anything for the ANY condition and the first part of the CHANGE command, and light purple on black for all other commands. If it is Color-Codominant, this checks for any color on dark purple for the ANY condition and the first part of the CHANGE command, and white on dark purple for all other commands. If it is Color-Dominant, this always returns false for the ANY condition and the first part of the CHANGE command, and the color is ignored for all other commands.

Yellow:

Usage: YELLOW <element>

If the given element is Color-Recessive, this checks for light yellow on anything for the ANY condition and the first part of the CHANGE command, and light yellow on black for all other commands. If it is Color-Codominant, this checks for any color on brown for the ANY condition and the first part of the CHANGE command, and white on brown for all other commands. If it is Color-Dominant, this always returns false for the ANY condition and the first part of the CHANGE command, and the color is ignored for all other commands.

White:

Usage: WHITE <element>

If the given element is Color-Recessive, this checks for light white on anything for the ANY condition and the first part of the CHANGE command, and light white on black for all other commands. If it is Color-Codominant, this checks for any color on light gray for the ANY condition and the first part of the CHANGE command, and white on light gray for all other commands. If it is Color-Dominant, this always returns false for the ANY condition and the first part of the CHANGE command, and the color is ignored for all other commands.
